The fund outperformed the IA UK All Companies Sector over the month. Positive contributors came from the funds banks holding,
specifically Standard Charted and Barclays. Serco had a strong month as it released good results and was up 17%. The fund sold out
of Experian on the back of disappointing numbers and we used the raised cash to initiate a position in Aviva where we felt there was a
better investment case and also provided a higher yield of ¢.6/7%. Finally, we added to Glencore and trimmed Shell and Serco on the

back of their strong performance.
