The CRUX Asia ex-Japan Fund outperformed the MSCI Asia ex-Japan index this month. The main positive contributors to
fund performance came from the energy, industrials, and communication services sectors. Indian auto OEM Tata Motors,
Asia Pacific oil & gas company Jadestone Energy, and ICICI Bank in India were our top contributors. We also benefitted from
not owning the large internet benchmark names such as Tencent and Alibaba. The main detractors were the consumer
discretionary, IT, and materials sectors. Copper mining company MMG, Chinese robotic home appliance manufacturer
Ecovacs, and Chinese technology stock Dada Nexus were the main detractors. Over the month, we increased our weighting
in Chinese consumer discretionary names and reduced exposure to technology hardware names in Taiwan and Korea.
