The fund outperformed its peer group due to strong performance from holdings which reported results, including Nordea bank. Nordnet
rose on results and as consumer trading activity looks to rebound and as interest rates rise. Freight-forwarder DSV surged on a better-
than-expected outlook for 2023, and this pushed up peer Kuehne & Nagel. Smaller logistics peer NTG soared 20%. Optimistic results in the
wider IT distribution sector helped our holdings SoftwareOne and Cancom. Brenntag rose as activist shareholders called for a break-up of
the company. Allfunds jumped on receiving a bid from Euronext, subsequently withdrawn, however this may entice more takeover interest.
Performance was held back by healthcare names Merck and Roche, and Sampo which lost ground on a slightly lower dividend and share
buyback than expected. In terms of transactions, we trimmed Deutsche Borse after a strong performance.
