The TM CRUX UK Core Fund (B Accumulation GBP) returned 0.7% against its performance comparator the IA UK All Companies Sector
return of 2.5% over the month of July 2023. UK equities rose over the month as headline inflation came in lower than expectations at
7.9%, while core inflation also fell to 6.9%. Investors began to unwind their expectations of continued aggressive interest rate hikes

by the Bank of England. The fund's small cap allocation was unhelpful during July as the small cap sector lagged the large and mid cap
sectors over the month. The mid and small cap exposure is expected to contribute significantly to fund performance in an economic
recovery, being at historically cheap levels having suffered from 26 consecutive months of outflows from the UK market. At a stock level,
the main contributors to performance were Grafton, Watches of Switzerland and JD Sports which benefited from falling peak interest rate
expectations. The main detractor from performance was OneSavings Bank.
